Towers of Hanoi

Take a board with 3 pegs and 4 disks of varying sizes all stacked on
one peg. In the “Towers of Hanoi” puzzle, we aim to move the entire
stack of disks onto a new peg by moving one disk at a time, and where
the only rule is that we can only move a disk onto a disk which is
larger. (In other words, we can never a move larger disk onto a smaller
disk.) How many moves will it take to complete the puzzle? What if
we instead started with 5 disks? 20 disks?
